Financial performance and position commentary
The 2013 deficit of $51798 is a significant improvement on the 2012 deficit at $487,157.
The College introduced financial measures during the year to reduce expenditure wherever possible. These measures contributed to an overall reduction in expenditure.

The College faces continued pressure on income generation. College fees raised from student charges dropped dramatically during the year due to the loss of the school portion of the Education Maintenance Allowance. Grants from the Commonwealth decreased by nearly 50%. Income generated by Hire or College facilities also decreased by 43%. 

Certain expense items continue to increase which are beyond the control of the College. Costs of replacement of teachers who are absent, has a major impact on our Casual Relief Teacher Budget. Utility costs continue to rise above the amount allocated in the Student Rescue Package.

During the year the College was successful in obtaining National Partnership funding for Literacy and Numeracy programs. The funds were used for teacher professional development in curriculum and pedagogy to support Literacy, Numeracy and student engagement and achievement.
In 2014 the College continues to meet the financial challenges in operating a College of 923 students. With diminishing revenue streams and increasing expenditure, it is a constant battle for the College management to deliver a break even financial position.
